   Sally Donovan is cooking when a paper plane flies across the kitchen and lands at her feet. She picks it up, unfolds it and finds a child’s sketch (素描) of a tear-stained face with a speech bubble(泡) saying: “I’m sorry I was naughty-I’m a bad person.”

   Sally, 42, draws a big smiley face on the back of the paper with “I love you, Rose, and we’re always going to look after you.” Then she folds it up and launches the plane back into the living room where her nine-year-old daughter is watching TV with brother Jamie, 13 and dad Rod, 40.

Jamie often makes pictures for his parents too---like the one showing a swift river with them on one back and him trapped on the other side.

It’s one of the many unusual ways that Sally and Rob have learned to communicate emotionally with their abused children in an astonishing eight-year journey of hope, healing and love．

Jamie was just four and half----sister Rose one when they were adopted by the Donovans in 2005．The youngsters had been taken from their natural mother and placed in foster care after a series of cruelty and neglect. They were left alone, hungry, witnessed home violence on a regular basis．

Sally and Rob spent three years trying for a baby before deciding to adopt, and were well aware of the youngsters' poor background．But they were still unprepared for raising a child permanently scared by abuse or the lack of support on offer．

But now Sally has written a brilliant and heart-touching account of their family struggle in a book called "No Matter What.”  Sally said: "These kids come to you with a story that what happened to them was their fault ---- because they are bad and unlovable. To show them they are loveable and none of it was their fault takes a lot of time.  They both still say 'I'm bad'．Jamie is less stuck on it now but whenever life deals him a knock, he will fall back into 'that happened because I am stupid, I'm rubbish, I'm bad’."

Sally's book is humorous, heart-touching and so wildly honest that academics, charity bosses, parents and adoptees are praising it as a major contribution to child welfare work．

Forget an apple a day--- scientists have found that red wine could keep the doctors away.

The findings, published in the Journal of Nutrition, say that the compounds(化合物) found in herbs and berries may protect against diabetes（糖尿病）, red wine as well. That’s because they are linked to lower insulin（胰岛素） resistance and better control of blood sugar. Both help to reduce the chance of Type 2 diabetes, which more than two million people suffer from in the UK.

The findings have been gathered from a survey of 2,000 healthy women volunteers.Study leader Professor Aedin Cassidy, from the University of East Anglia, said, "This is one of the first large-scale human studies to look at how these powerful compounds might reduce the risk of diabetes. We found that those who consumed plenty of anthocyanins (花青素) and flavonoids (抗氧化物) had lower insulin resistance."

"High insulin resistance is associated with Type 2 diabetes, so what we are seeing is that people who eat foods rich in these two compounds - such as berries, herbs, grapes, - are less likely to develop the disease."

"We also found that those who ate the most anthocyanins were least likely to suffer long-lasting swollen pain, which is associated with many of today's most pressing health concerns including diabetes, obesity, cardiovascular (血管) disease and cancer."

Professor Tim Spector, director of the Twins UK Study at King's College London, who took part in the research, said, "This is an exciting finding that shows that some kinds of foods that we consider unhealthy like chocolate or wine may contain some beneficial substances. If we can start to identify and separate these substances we can potentially improve healthy eating."

"There are many reasons including genetics why people prefer certain foods so we should be cautious until we test them properly in randomized trials and in people developing early diabetes."

China’s new term, tuhao, may be in next year’s Oxford English Dictionary. The word caught the attention of the dictionary's editing team after BBC’s recent program on influential Chinese words. “If its influence continues, it is very likely to appear on our updated list of words,” said Julie Kleeman, project manager with the editing team.

In Chinese tu means uncouth (笨拙的) and hao means rich. It has traditionally been referred to rich people who throw their weight around in China’s countryside. The word became more popular in September with the launch of Apple’s new gold-colored iPhone, which is loved by China’s rich people. The color became known as “tuhao gold.” The word is now also used by the online community to refer to people who have the cash but lack the class to go with it. Kleeman also mentioned two other Chinese words — dama and hukou — which may also make it into the dictionary.

People can have an intuitive (直观的) grasp of the meanings if they see pinyin, Kleeman said, adding that people avoid using an English word to keep the original meaning.

“We have nearly 120 Chinese-linked words now in Oxford English Dictionary,” she said. Some of them are: Guanxi, which means “connection”; Taikonaut, a mix of taikong, meaning outer space, and astronaut.

The new words will be first uploaded on the official website before the dictionaries arrive. The online version is also renewed every three months. “It at least broke our old rules. It used to take 10 years to include a new word but now we keep the pace with the time,” according to a statement from ex-chief-editor John Simpson.

For years, researchers have looked into a possible relationship between heat and violence. There are conflicting results over whether there is an actual connection between rising anger and rising temperature, but the murder rate constantly increases during the months of July and August, according to the FBI's annual crime report. 

Many police chiefs say they put more policemen on the streets when the heat rises. “Calls for service always increase from May, June, July to August，” said New Bedford's Captain Richard Spiriet. “The longer period of time you have the heat, the worse it is. It's just the opposite in the winter time.”

Craig Anderson, a professor and specialist in social psychology at Iowa State University, argues the evidence is clear. “As the temperature goes up, people become more uncomfortable. They become easier to get angry，” he said. “That increases the possibility that a small conflict will be interpreted as more major.” Anderson conducted a couple of studies looking at crime rates over the course of several years within the same area to see when most violent crimes occurred. He found that violent crimes were more likely to occur on hot days and hot months—even hot years had higher violent rates than cold years, according to his research. 

Other researches show it is not so much the physical climate, but rather the social climate, that causes increased violence. “During the summer months, people stay up later. They talk with their neighbours. They party with their friends，” said Jack Levin, director of the Brudnick Centre on Violence and Conflict at Northeastern University. “It is more likely to be large numbers of people interacting, and they are more likely to argue.” 

Perhaps the realization that there is a link will help spur people in an argument step back and say “Let's cool off.”—both literally(字面上地) and figuratively(比喻地)．
